The side with the logo is the head
side.

(®Fold the comforter into a width that fits into the storage case and roll it up.
(Putting your weight on the comforter with your knees as you roll it can help
make a smaller roll.)
* Trying to squeeze it into the storage case may result in damage.

Maintenance

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part
for abnormalities.

To clean the mat, wipe it using a wet, tightly wrung
cloth. If the mat is very dirty, use mild detergent: thin mild detergent to 3 to 5%
with warm water, soak soft cloth, lightly wring the cloth, and wipe off the dirt by
tapping the surface with the cloth.

eDo not use a washing machine.

eUse laundry detergent as cleaning agent. Do not use acidic or alkaline detergent.
*Only use laundry detergent for down materials when washing a

BD-060/BD-070 Down System Ofuton and Slim Mat/ Wide Mat.

eDo not use bleach.

eDo not wash this product together with other laundry to avoid discoloration.

oThis product soaks up a lot of water while it is being washed. Applying sudden
pressure may cause the fabric to tear.
