Safety Precautions: Before use, please read thoroughly to ensure safety and avoid accidents.

A\ WARNING / Misuse could result in serious injury or death.

eBefore using the product, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the
product to the dealer or Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repair.

eDo not use the product without water. Using the pot without water may cause fire, burns, or
damage to the product. When preheating, the heating time should be limited to about 30 seconds.
Prolonged preheating is very dangerous.

ePlease be careful not to burn yourself, as the pot will become extremely hot during use. Please
avoid serious accidents, and keep a close eye on young children.

eTipping the pot over may result in fire or burns.

eNever use this product on a heater (or any other heating apparatus). It may result in burns from
tipping over or abnormal overheating. In addition, if the product is used continuously for long
periods of time, it may lead to damage to the main unit or the parts.

eUse a stove that matches the size of the product. Please read the instruction manual of the stove
carefully before use.

e\When using a gas stove or burner, place the pot in the center of the trivet and adjust the heat so
that the flame does not become larger than the bottom of the product. If the product is used with
the flame protruding from the bottom, it may result in burns.

e\When using two or more stoves or burners, please be careful not to let the adjacent flame touch
the handle.

e\When using this product with a canister stove, be careful not to cover the canister with the pot.
The pot will radiate heat towards the canister, causing its internal pressure to raise sharply, risking
an explosion.

e\When using the product over a campfire or charcoal fire, adjust the heat so that the pot is not
sitting directly over the flame. Failure to do so may result in burns.

eDo not subject the product to sudden temperature changes or strong shocks. Doing so may result
in damage or deformation of the product.

Do not leave the cooking area while cooking. Leaving the pot unattended may result in a fire.

eThe handle is made of metal and gets hot. Please use a glove to handle it. Also, please note that
the knobs may be hot during and after cooking.

eBe careful not to overcook, as spills may extinguish the gas flame. Do not use the pot when it's
full of water or other liquids.

e\When placing the pot on the stove, it may tip over depending on how it is placed, its position, and
the shape of the pot.

eCannot be used with electromagnetic cookers (such as IH cooking heater).

eDo not use this product in a microwave oven or oven. Doing so may damage or deform the
product.

eDo not use this product if it is deformed or damaged. Also, do not use the product after repairing
or modifying it yourself. Doing so may result in an unexpected accident.

e\When carrying a pot with food in it, reduce the amount of food in it by half or less. Failure to do so
may cause the contents to spill out of the pot, resulting in burns.

eWhen transporting or storing food in this product, please do not exceed one day and night.
Prolonged food contact with the pot's surface may cause the fluoroplastic to peel or corrode.

eThe knobs may deteriorate with use and become discolored, swollen, burnt, or cracked. Do not
use the product if these conditions occur. Using it in a damaged condition may result in burns or
other accidents due to the knob falling off.

eBe careful not to damage this product with sharp metal cooking utensils. Doing so may lead to
corrosion of the product.

eDo not store food in this product.

eDo not use it for grilling or stir-fry cooking.

ePlease note the following points when cooking tempura and other deep-fried foods.

‘Do not use with oil filled to the rim. Doing so may cause the oil to ignite.

‘Do not raise the oil temperature above 200°C.

‘Do not cover the lid when frying. Failure to do so may increase oil temperature and cause ignition.

e\When reheating or heating certain foods, such as miso soup, the contents of the pot may spurt
out due to the phenomenon of sudden boiling, or the pot may topple over in some cases. Please
observe the following precautions.

‘When reheating, stir well before placing over heat.

‘Do not heat over high heat immediately.

*Keep warm while cooking, stirring frequently.

oTo ensure the long life of this product, please observe the following

Do not chop foods inside this product. It will scratch the fluoroplastic.

‘Use of strongly acidic materials such as vinegar or strongly alkaline food may cause discoloration
or corrosion, so please wash with a neutral detergent immediately after use. Similarly, prolonged
use of weakly acidic or weakly alkaline materials may cause discoloration or corrosion, so please
wash with a neutral detergent as soon as possible after use.

*When using a spatula, ladle, etc., use wooden, bamboo, or plastic items to further prolong the life
of the fluoropolymer coating.

Before Use

eBefore using the product, make sure that there are no rattles, cracks, or other defects in the product.
eBefore use, wash well with a mild detergent and a soft sponge.

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities.
