+ Never place the products over an open flame. Heating a shot glass over a flame can increase the internal pressure of its double-walled construction, causing it to
burst, which is very dangerous. The wooden tray may also pose a fire hazard. + Before using the product, check each part for abnormalities. If there are any
abnormalities, take the product to the dealer or Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repair.

+ When using the product for the first time, you may find residual oils or other substances from the manufacturing process Wash both the shot glasses and the
wooden tray thoroughly using a mild detergent, then wipe them dry using a clean cloth before use. < For daily care, use a soft sponge and wash with neutral
detergent. Don’t use a metallic sponge or polish. « After washing, dry with towel or allow to air dry. » Do not wash the products in a dishwasher, dish dryer, etc. Doing
so may cause the shot glasses to become discolored. In addition, overheating in a dishwasher or dish dryer may cause the wooden tray to warp. « Do not use the
products in a microwave or oven. - When carrying the products, be careful not to drop them. Strong impacts may cause breakage or deformation. + Do not carry the
wooden tray with shot glasses filled with liquid. Otherwise, they may spill or fall, creating a hazard. Please use the glasses safely by supporting them with your hands.
 These glasses are for cold drinks only. Do not pour hot liquids, such as boiling water, into them. Hot liquids may cause burns. « These products are very lightweight.
They may be unstable when carrying or pouring. Handle with care to prevent them from dropping or tipping over. « If the titanium shot glass is left in contact with the
wooden tray for an extended period of time, the oil from the wooden tray may transfer to the glass. If this happens, wash the glass using a mild detergent.

[About the Wooden Tray]

+ This product is made from natural wood, so each piece may vary in color and grain. Enjoy the unique character of the natural material. « Due to the characteristics
of the material, mold, discoloration, cracks, or other issues may occur if the product is not properly cared for. Please refer to the "Maintenance Instructions" below
and perform regular maintenance. « Do not place hot items, such as heated pans, on the product. Doing so may cause the product to warp, burn, or even catch
fire. « Due to the characteristics of the material, this product will warp if it absorbs moisture and then dries. * If the product is exposed to moisture for an extended
period of time, water may penetrate the material, causing stains, discoloration, and warping. * Drying in direct sunlight may cause warping. To minimize warping,
allow the product to dry naturally in a well-ventilated, shaded area if it becomes wet. « If the product comes in contact with acidic liquids, such as vinegar or lemon
juice, or dark-colored liquids, such as tomato sauce or soy sauce, it may be stained. « This product may absorb the odors of seasonings. To reduce odor absorption,
rinse the product in water before use, then wipe it dry using a clean cloth. « Scratches from sharp objects, such as knives or forks, may remain. « Do not place the
product in direct sunlight, near a heat source, or in the refrigerator or freezer. Sudden temperature changes may cause deformation or cracking. « If the product
develops cracks or breaks, stop using it immediately.

Maintenance

+ Before using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If there are any abnormalities,
take the product to the dealer or Snow Peak Customer Service for inspection or repair. « After use, wash the product thoroughly and
wipe it dry using a towel or similar cloth to remove all moisture. Ensure it is completely dry before storing. If this step is not properly
followed, the wooden tray may become moldy or discolored. + When storing, avoid high temperatures, high humidity, and direct
sunlight, and keep the product in a well-ventilated area.

[Maintenance of the wooden tray]

« If storing the product for an extended period of time, apply a thin layer of cooking oil (such as olive or walnut oil) to the surface to
help prevent cracking. Please note that some oils may discolor or leave an odor on the product. « If mold develops, gently sand the
entire surface using sandpaper (#320 - #400), and carefully wipe away any dust produced.

Then, using a rag or dry cloth, apply a thin, even layer of cooking oil (as described above) over the entire surface. Finally, wipe it dry
with a clean rag or cloth, and set it aside in a well-ventilated area for one day to dry.
