eDo not use the Compact Slim Mat or Wide Mat in environments where the temperature exceeds 40°C, such as outdoors in hot weather, in hot water during cleaning, or near objects that are hot. Heat
may cause the bonded fabric sections to separate. olf the mat is inflated and left in places where high temperatures are generated due to direct sunlight, such as inside a tent, shelter, or vehicle during the
day, the internal air may expand, which can potentially damage the mat. When not using the mat, always open the valve to release the air inside. eDo not expose this product to direct sunlight for an extended
period of time. Ultraviolet rays may cause deterioration and reduce its durability. eDo not leave the mat inflated to its maximum limit or use it in that state. Doing so may damage the mat. eWhen inflating the
mat using an electric pump or other similar tool, set the pressure to 3.5 to 4.0 kPa. If the pressure is not displayed on the inflation tool, use the following guidelines: when you grip the edge with one hand, it
should dent slightly. In addition, be careful not to inflate it so that it becomes completely firm. Always check the instruction manual of the pump you are using.

manual pump may not fully inflate even if the valve is opened. Please wait for the manual pump to
inflate or use a commercially available air blower for mats.

eDo not lay the product directly on the ground. Stones, grass, trees, etc. may cause holes in the main unit.

eDo not use the mat as a substitute for a floatation ring, such as by floating on the water.

eThis product may leak air even if there are no holes due to the deterioration of the fabric coating
over time. Defects caused by deterioration of the fabric are not covered by the repair. Please
understand this in advance.

eAiring with the mouth tends to cause moisture to accumulate inside the mat, which may lead to
mold, fungus, or deterioration. As much as possible, please use the pump built into the main unit

e\When using the mat, sharp objects (knives, scissors, etc.), metal fittings on clothing, etc. may or a commercially available electric pump.

(3) When enough air has been added, close
Valve B firmly and put the side with the
logo on top.

(1) Spread out the product, open Valves A-1
and B, and place the logo side up.

(2) Place the air outlet of the electric pump
against Valve A-1 and let air in. If the
output of the electric pump is weak, open
Valve A-2 and let air in.

(3) When you have finished inflating air, close
Valve A tightly. If air is supplied through
Valve A-2, it will escape the moment the
airflow is stopped, so close Valve A
quickly. ®

(4) If the amount of air is insufficient, use a
manual pump to inflate the air.

(5) Close Valve B tightly and put the side with
the logo on top.

eBefore using a product that has been in storage for a long time, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the product to the retailer or contact Snow Peak Customer Service for
inspection or repair. eStoring the product with moisture inside, wet, or humid conditions may cause problems such as mold, strange odors, color staining of the fabric, and deterioration of the fabric. After
use, dry the product in the shade thoroughly before storing it in a well-ventilated place out of direct sunlight, avoiding high temperatures and humidity. (When storing the product for a long period of time,
such as off-season, keep the product spread out or rolled up as loosely as possible. Folds and pressure can easily degrade the coating.) ePlease maintain and inspect the product well in preparation for the
next camping trip. elf a hole develops, repair it with a commercially available repair kit or contact our User Service Section. elf the hole is too large to be covered by the repair patch, it cannot be repaired.
