@Do not bring hot or heat-producing items into the shelter. If the inside of the shelter becomes
very hot, heatstroke or fire may result.

@Inside the shelter, very high temperatures may cause heatstroke. Pay close attention to the
temperature, particularly when children are asleep inside the shelter.

@Choose a flat, well-drained area with firm ground to pitch the shelter. Choose an area where
there is no chance of avalanches, landslides, wind gusts, or sudden flooding.

@Sudden snowfall can cover up the mud skirt of the door panel or cause the ceiling part to be
loaded with heavy snow, both of which can lead to danger. Remove snow and ventilate the
inside by opening the entrance every now and then.

/\ CAUTION: Misuse could result in injury to the user and/or damage to property.

@This product is not intended to be in permanent use. If the shelter is left in the sun for long
periods, the materials may fade in color or the fabric may deteriorate and lose strength. Do not
leave the shelter set up permanently.

@Sunlight can cause the surface of the shelter to heat up, potentially causing low-temperature
burns.

@Do not assemble or use the shelter close to a bonfire, fireworks, etc. Flying sparks can create
holes in the fabric.

@When assembling and disassembling the shelter, firmly hold the shelter so that it won't be blown
away by the wind. When handling the poles, ensure that the surrounding area is safe before
working so as to avoid accidents. Make sure to work with two or more people.

@Secure the tent using pegs and ropes.

@This product is made of a thin fabric, so it may break if you pull the fabric excessively.

@Please pay attention to the building tape, rope, pegs, etc. around your feet. If you are not careful,
you may trip and fall, which may result in an unexpected accident or injury.

@The inner room has a loop for hanging small items. Please only hang items that weigh less than
1 kg (2.2 Ibs).

@Applying proper tension to the ropes provides the shelter strength to withstand wind and rain.
When using this product, be sure to use and apply tension to all ropes according to this manual.

@®Do not assemble or use this product near a combustion-based lantern, stove, heater, or other
heat source. Ensure a safe distance where the product will not catch fire even when the heat
source falls or drops.

@Firmly grip the poles when assembling and disassembling this product. Unexpected accidents
may occur due to a pole end recoiling. Ensure that no one is close by and that the surrounding
area is safe.

@A waterproofing treatment using seam tape has been applied to the sewn parts of the product.
However, seam tape cannot be applied to certain parts due to manufacturing or structural reasons.

Such parts include door panels, window zipper parts, and parts where tape is sewn on. Although
this product is capable of withstanding normal rain, long spells of heavy or driving rain may
result in rainwater soaking through the stitching. As no sealing treatment is used on this product
at the time of purchase, apply the supplied seam sealer along the stitches from both sides
before using this product.

@While this product has a function that reduces condensation, it does not completely prevent
condensation. If adverse conditions are combined, a large amount of condensation may occur
inside the product.

Precautions for disassembly / storage

[IBefore storage, the product should be cleaned and dried sufficiently.

[JIf you remove the building tape after setting up, connect the Y-shaped and I-shaped buckles of the
building tape before taking it down. This will make it easier to position the pegs for the next time you
set up.

* If you peg down the Y or I-shaped part from the outside of the main body, the main body will
expand, and it will be difficult to re-set the pegs when you take it down.

[]When removing the pole from the pins, the pole may recoil. Use your hands to keep the pole steady
until it straightens.

[[]When removing the pole from the sleeve, push it out.

* If the pole is pulled out, then it may become disconnected inside the sleeve. The disconnection of
the pole inside the sleeve may cause damage to the cloth

[JWhen there is strong wind, take down the shelter after the wind subsides.

[IIf you are using the inner room or using this product with another tent or tarp, always remove the
inner room or the other products from this product before taking it down.

[IStart packing up after confirming that there is nothing left inside the shelter and that the zippers of
all panels and window are closed.

[JEnsure that all building tapes are connected before taking down the shelter. This makes it easier to
peg down next time you set up the shelter.

@The fabrics of the main body are treated with a high-quality, water-repellent finish. However, the level
of the water-repellent ability and durability may vary slightly due to the characteristics of each materi-
al type. The water-repellent finish will lose its effectiveness after repeated use. When the water-re-
pellent ability decreases, please use a water-repellent spray purchased from your local outdoor gear
retailer. When using such sprays, please follow the product's instructions.

@Although this product is made of highly waterproof fabric, rainwater may soak into it if it is in contact
with water pools on the ground for long periods of time.

@The PU coating may be damaged by agricultural chemicals, which cause the water pressure
resistance to decrease to an abnormal degree. Please note that the product will not be covered by
the warranty if it is damaged by agricultural chemicals.

@The logo may peel off due to the effect of the water repellent agent.

Regarding the Effect of Ultraviolet Rays

@I the shelter is left in the sun for long periods of time, the colors of the materials may fade, or the
fabric may deteriorate and lose its strength. Do not leave the shelter set up permanently.

@A UV protection treatment has been applied to the material of the main bodly.
*The UV protection treatment will not completely shield occupants from ultraviolet rays or completely
stop the deterioration of the material.

@The material may deteriorate with exposure to ultraviolet rays. Deterioration may reduce the durabili-
ty of this product beyond repair by Snow Peak.

Maintenance & Storage

@ When using the product again after not using it for a long period of time, inspect the product and its
included items. If you have any questions, please contact Snow Peak Customer Service.

@A polyester fabric blend is used for this product. Considering the material characteristics, we have
adopted processing and color patterns that will result in less color migration. However, depending
on storage conditions, slight color migration may occur. Do not store the product while it is wet.

@Before storing, the product should be cleaned and dried. If the product is stored while wet, mold will
build up and bad odors, color migration, and material deterioration will occur. Dry the product
sufficiently in a breezy, shaded area and clean the surface using a soft brush before storing.

@Clean and dry the surface of the frames before storing. If stored when wet, corrosion may occur,
resulting in strength deterioration. Keep the joints clean and apply a small amount of silicone
lubricant. Applying an excessive amount of lubricant will stain the fabric. Ensure that the cords inside
the poles are not pulled unnecessarily.

@Always start folding the poles near the middle. Folding from the ends may cause the shock cord
inside the pole to stretch out or break, or the pole to bend or break.

@Please store in a well-ventilated area away from direct sunlight, high temperatures, and humidity.

@Using the zipper when it is covered with mud, sand or dust may cause wear or damage. Clean the
zipper with a brush before use. Apply small amounts of silicone lubricant to the zipper regularly to
ensure smooth movement. Applying an excessive amount of lubricant will stain the fabric.

@Small areas of fabric damage can be fixed with repair tape. Please read the repair tape manual
carefully before applying.

@Depending on the conditions during use, a large area of the material may deteriorate, lose its
durability, and become irreparable.
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@Seam tape is pressure-capped at a temperature setting that prevents the PU coating from being
damaged. However, it may peel off as it is used repeatedly. If peeling is discovered, use an iron at a
low temperature and reattach the peeling sections only. Be aware that excessive heat will discolor
or accelerate the deterioration of the fabric. Do not forcibly peel off the seam tape. If the PU coating
peels off completely, it may not be possible to repair.

@ Sap cannot be easily removed. Do not set up this product under trees that frequently drop sap. If sap
is forcibly removed using a solvent, etc., the fabric or coating may be damaged.

@ To maximize the longevity of this product, regularly check and maintain it (including all accessories
such as pegs).

Q: What can be done if the Pole is broken while the shelter is in use?

A: For emergency treatment, use a splint or fix with vinyl tape. Or disassemble the shelter for repair.

Q: What can be done if the shelter cloth is damaged or rips while the shelter is in use?

A: Seal the area with packing tape on both sides or use a shelter repair kit that can be purchased at
your local outdoor gear retailer. When using a repair kit, read the instructions carefully.

Q: What can be done when the water-repellent finish degrades?

A: The water-repellent finish will lose its effectiveness with repeated use.
When the material’s water repellence decreases, please use a water-repellent spray that can be purchased
at your local outdoor gear retailer. When using such sprays, please follow the product’s instructions.

Q: What can be done if mold develops on the shelter material?

A: Wipe the affected area with a dry cloth and sterilize with alcohol. When the material has a color
change due to mold, this color change cannot be removed. Removing mold with excessive force
may result in further deterioration of the material and the coating finish.

Snow Peak has taken all possible measures to ensure every product is durable and functions correctly.
If you find any product defects, please contact the retailer where you purchased the product or Snow
Peak Customer Service. If there are apparent defects in the product's manufacturing, the defective
product will be repaired or exchanged free of charge. In other cases, Snow Peak will repair the product
for an appropriate fee. The decision to repair or replace the product will be at our discretion. Snow
Peak will not repair the product for any damage that occurred due to the following:1.Material deteriora-
tion caused by age. / 2.Damage caused by modifications or rough handling. / 3.Damage caused by
inappropriate use not mentioned in the instruction manual. / 4.Damage caused by unexpected
accidents. / 5. Any damage other than defects in the manufacturing process. / 6.Damage caused by
dust or rust. / 7.Damage and defects caused by dismantling the product. / 8.Damage and defects
caused by dropping, jolting or other shocks. / 9. Deterioration or failure of parts due to friction. / 10.
Damage caused by the use of the product in combination with another manufacturer's products.
